The Victorian floods which started 6 October 2022 caused 
varying degrees of damage to community infrastructure 
and assets including recreation reserves, public halls, multi
-use facilities and caravan parks managed by voluntary 
committees of management on Crown land. 

The DEECA voluntary committee of management Flood 
Recovery Grants provide financial assistance to support 
clean up and restoration of these valuable community 
resources and consider resilience to future emergency 
events. 

Funding can be provided either: 

a. as a grant prior to works occurring; or 

b. as a reimbursement for eligible works already 
undertaken 

Assistance is also available to contribute to the cost of 
insurance excess payments, where insurance has been 
claimed for emergency works on the reserve as a result of 
the 2022 floods. Applications close 1 May 2023.

Community Recovery Contacts FLOOD RECOVERY GRANTS  

FOR VOLUNTARY COMMITTEES 

OF MANAGEMENT 

Primary producers, small businesses and not-for-profit 
organisations across Victoria affected by the floods and 
storms commencing October 2022 can apply for a 
package of support to help in their recovery effort.  

The closing date for primary producer grants has been 
extended to 13 July 2023. 

The Victorian Primary Producer Flood Recovery Grant of 
up to $75,000 is available to support clean-up, relief and 
recovery. Closing 4pm, 13 July 2023.  

The Victorian Rural Landholder Grant of up to $25,000 is 
available to help rural landholders who have an eligible 
smaller-scale primary production enterprise with clean-
up, relief and recovery. Closing 4pm, 13 July 2023.  

The Victorian Primary Producer Flood Recovery Transport 
Support Program is available to help pay for the 
transport of emergency fodder or stock drinking water, 
and moving stock to agistment, sale or slaughter. This 
program provides a subsidy of up to $15,000 paid at 50 
per cent of the total costs. Closing 4pm, 13 July 2023.  

Primary producers, small businesses and not-for-profit 
organisations whose properties have been directly 
impacted are eligible to apply for a Victorian Primary 
Producer Flood Recovery Concessional Loan of up to 
$250,000 to restore or replace damaged assets, and meet 
general expenses incurred while the clean-up is 
underway. Closing 4pm, 13 July 2023.  

Victorian small businesses and not-for-profit organisations 
who have been directly impacted by the October 2022 
floods are eligible to apply for concessional loans of up to 
$250,000 to restore or replace damaged assets, and meet 
general expenses incurred while the clean-up is 
underway. Closing 25 May 2023.

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The National Centre for Farmer Health has partnered with 
a leading telehealth mental health service provider, LYSN, 
to improve access to mental health support for Victoria’s 
flood affected farmers.  

The Farmer Online Assist Program provides free, short-
term, confidential psychology support to help Victorian 
farmers deal with immediate, or compounding, issues 
related to mental health.  

The confidential, high-quality mental health support is 
provided by LYSN psychologists with specific farmer health 
training, either online or by phone. Up to three session are 
provided free of charge, with no need to leave the farm 
and no GP referral or mental health plan required.  

The Farmer Online Assist Program is open to Victorian 
farmers, farm family members over 16 years of age and 
farmer workers who are living or working on a farm in a 
local government area affected by floods or extreme 
weather conditions.

Residents urged to make a 

submission to flood inquiry 

Victoria’s response to major floods in October 2022 is 
the focus of a wide-ranging parliamentary inquiry. The 
inquiry will look at what caused or contributed to the 
flooding and the adequacy and effectiveness of early 
warning systems. 

If you were affected by the October 2022 floods please 
make a submission by the 8 May 2023 deadline. 

The Committee will be investigating how prepared 
Victoria was, and how it handled the flood event.  

The Committee plans to hold public hearings in flood-
affected areas and will deliver its findings and 
recommendations by 30 June 2024.
